Any infraction of the Oregon Park By-Laws & Mission Statement may result in one of the following actions, but not limited to:
· Probation for the remainder of the season
· One Game Suspension
· Three Game Suspension
· Dismissed from managing or coaching a team
If a manager or coach feels that he/she was wrongly suspended or dismissed, he/she can appeal to the special committee for reversal.  A three person committee consisting of the President, Athletic Director and the Coordinator of the respective age group will review any appeal made, and issue a ruling within three days of such appeal.
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
