Documentation:

To register a new child to the park, a child must have a birth certificate, a completed registration form and appropriate payment for their age. If you register a new child online, we will contact you via email about validating the birth certificate. There will be several opportunities to do that. The registration fees are as follows:

A fee of $25 applies for players who live outside of Cobb County. One hundred percent of this fee goes back to Cobb County Parks and Recreation. In addition, there will be a late fee for all registrants registering on or after 1/8/11.
Included in the registration fee are shirt, hat, pants, socks and belt (9u-12u leagues only) for each child. If a team chooses to add names to shirts or hats, this is an additional expense. Teams must wear the uniform issued by OPBA. 
Skills Assessment:

All players in 6 through 12 year old leagues are required to attend a skills test day. This is not a tryout, but a clinic to simply evaluate the skills of the players in each league in order to put together teams that are competitive and equal in player ability via a “draft”.  T-ball players are exempt from this skills testing. Skills assessment is scheduled for Saturday, January 22 with an inclement weather date of January 29. Please confirm date and time on the OP website - www.oregonpark.com.

Practice/Game Schedules:

T-ball practices will begin in early February. 6u-12u practices will begin after the draft. The draft is scheduled for the weekend of February 5.  Pending the draft, the 6u-12u leagues will begin practices the week of February 7.  Each player can anticipate up to two a week until the season begins the week of March 5th.  Then there will be two games each week, one Saturday game and one game during the weeknight.  Game times are not “set” meaning they are not always on the same day or time. Coaches may set a practice schedule in addition to the games, usually no more than once per week, sometimes at Oregon Park, or perhaps at another facility.  The season will end with a tournament in May.

Field Conditions Hotline:

To check on field status during inclement weather, please call 770-528-9174. This is an outgoing message box only. If the date is not current on the hotline, that means fields are open. The hotline is not updated every day.  You may also sign up to receive message alerts sent from the park in the event of weather cancelations or delays.  Please visit our website for details.
Volunteers:

Oregon Park baseball is a non-profit organization run exclusively by volunteers. All parents are encouraged to volunteer to help with league activities. Board of Directors, coaches, and team parents are all positions that parents can volunteer for. In addition, we seek help in the concession stand and with fund raising activities. Without parent volunteers there would not be a league for the kids to play in.

If you are interested in volunteering, you will find a place on the registration form. Head coaches, assistant coaches and team moms/dads are positions that are available. Please note, by signing up to be a coach does not guarantee a position. All coaches are voted on by Oregon Park Baseball Association. Coaches will be contacted by the League Coordinator if selected.  If you are interested in a Board position, please see a current Board member for more information. Board positions are voted on by the parents at Oregon Park in May, but help is welcome during other times of the year.

Concession Stand:

Every family who signs a child up to play at OPBA is required to work at the concession stand. In the spring, each team can anticipate having two assigned concession times for their team. A parent is required to work for each child they have participating in the program. The team mom/coach will be given the assigned time at the beginning of the season so that each family can make arrangements to work their team’s assigned time. Please note, children are not allowed in the concession stand while you are working.
